Our club photographer, John Meloling  

spent his birthday elsewhere and our backup photographer seems to have missed some of 

the projects.  My apologies.  Hereôs an overview photograph of the 10 projects.  

  Our first participant was Mitch Wilson .  Mitch showed two 

entertainment risers made from scraps in his workshop.  One had a 
mahogany top while the other a sapele top; both had cherry legs.  Mitch 

finished them both with Tru-Oil.  Mike Shuron  showed with his latest 
toys ï a ladder fire truck and a roller. The roller is the latest plan from 

M 
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Wood magazine and after just building one Mikeôs identified needed changes for the pattern.  The fire truck is being used 

as a fund raiser for the  Solvay Fire Department.  Mike has about 80 hours in the truck built with  plans he bought from 
Toys & Joys.  Again, there are changes which Mike is making to the next one heôs working on, this time one for his fleet. 

  Wives and family are often the biggest influences on what projects woodworkers 
complete. Such is the case with the pine prototype serving tray shown by Bruce Swift .  

Bruceôs wife expressed a need for a new serving tray and trying to win some ñat-a-boyò 

points, Bruce created this piece. I suspect there will be more in the future. Seeing how 
other members identify their completed pieces, Bruce used a coat hanger to create a logo 

which he burned on the trayôs bottom as identification. Another family-influenced project 
was a doll bed presented by Don Vanderveer . Again, a Wood magazine project, Don 

made the bed of maple, cherry, and Baltic birch for his youngest granddaughterôs 
birthday.  Like Mike, Don made some changes to the project as he built it, feel ing his 

changes enhanced the bed. Sue, Donôs wife, made the bedding using Winnie the Pooh as 
the theme.  
  Jim Yonkers  was recently in Alabama and ran across 

some turkey calls that would cost $1500 each.  Upon his 
return, he researched these calls and created two different 

ones which he showed at the meeting.  Note é the belt 

sander definitely is needed to make the calls talk!  
  Greg Kubinyak  generally shows turned pieces. This night 

he showed a maple peg loom he recently completed after his 
wife saw one on YouTube. The loomôs legs are tilted to allow 

easier operation of the loom. The pegs needed for the loom 
were included in the bag his wife made using the loom.  

  Jeff Nichols  bought a piece of natural edge walnut and some maple at the clubôs auction 

in May. He built a table from the wood, using both a belt and orbital sander to smooth the 
wood before applying a shellac finish.  Larry Stoner  had some cherry from an auction and 

created the three legged bowl he showed at the meeting .  It fits his favorite glass of Jack Daniels! 
  In May, Steve Grossman  and Mitch Wilson  went to the Henry O. 

Studley Tool Cabinet and Workbench exhibit at the Scottish Rite Temple of 

Cedar Rapids, Iowa. In a space of just 10ò x 39ò x 19İò, H.O. Studley 
managed to arrange ï with perfection ï more than 250 of his tools into a 

dovetailed mahogany cabinet that has captivated tens of thousands of 
woodworkers since it was first unveiled in 1988 on the back cover of Fine 
Woodworking with a single shocking photograph. After a brief stay  at the 

Smithsonian, the cabinet was sold to a private collector and hasnôt been 
seen by the public for well over a decade. Studleyôs workbench has never 

been on public view. Steve told the assembled group a bit about th ese 
pieces, their history, and showed the wonderful book created to show and 

tell this monument to oneôs tools.  The book ï Virtuoso:  The Tool Cabinet 
and Workbench of Henry O. Studley ï is published by Lost Art Press. 

  Barbara Ray mond -LaPreaseôs nephew recently had a baby. Barbara 

cut the Noahôs Art plaque from mahogany as a gift for the babyôs room.  
She brought the piece she cut several years previously to show how the backer will be painted before the front is glued.  

The backerôs size was created using a washer and a pencil to develop an evenly spaced line away from the finished

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SHOP TIME:  How to Sharpen Forstner Bits

          Expensive Bits are Worth Saving  
 

re your bits losing their edge?  Rather than giving them the heave -ho, spend some 
time re-honing them using the following advice.  

Choose your file, found for rims.  [A]  
For bits with a cutting rim, chuck a round file in your drill press.  

At the drill's lowest speed, lightly hone the interior of the rim taking care to 

match the angle of the interior of the rim to the file as you turn the bit 
through a few quick strokes.  

Choose your file, triangle for teeth.  [B]  
If your Forstner bits have serrated teeth on the cutting rim, skip the round 

file and instead clamp the bit in a vise and hone the back of each tooth 

with a triangular file. Don't overdo it; a few strokes  per tooth will suffice.  

File the flats.  [C]  

Next, with the bit clamped in a vise, hone the leading edge of the chippers 
with a fine mini -hone, ensuring a flat plane and sharp cutting edge. Pay 

close attention to the intersection where the chipper meets the cutting 

rim. A crisp corner makes clean cuts. 

Keep the center spur centered.  [D]   

Finally, use the triangular file to hone the center spur. Use your thumb as a guide to protect the 
chippers and rim. Don't overdo it here: Use the same number of light strokes on each face to 

keep the point of the spur centered .      @
